GROUNDS BOOKINGS
RULES AND
PROCEDURES

Effective as of 05 December 2025

Berry Riding Club members are encouraged to use the Berry Equestrian Centre Grounds for general riding,
training and coaching.

Availability of the grounds is subject (but not limited) to ground conditions, upcoming scheduled events,
existing bookings, and planned maintenance activities. Riders may be directed to use (or avoid) specific areas
of the grounds, including for parking, and must follow all instructions to ensure the preservation of the grounds
and equipment for Club events and competitions.

The grounds are locked, and users must book with sufficient notice to facilitate access.
FEES:

General ground users: $10 per horse
Cross Country training: $35 per horse

RULES:

Riders must wear an EA tagged helmet at all times while mounted.

Equipment and amenities must be respected and any damage or issues reported to the Secretary as soon as
practicable.

No rider is allowed to ride on club grounds without another person on site. There must be at least 2 adults
present, with the exception of a child rider under the immediate supervision of a non-riding adult.

General Riding:

Riders must be current financial members of Berry Riding Club.

Social riders may use the grounds for flatwork, showjumping, trail riding and general fithess training and social
riding. Under no circumstances are riders permitted to attempt any cross country jump (fixed obstacle).

Cross Country Fences: Riders wishing to train over any cross country fences must be under the instruction of
a coach. That coach must hold current liability insurance and first aid certificate, and provide copies of both to
the Club Secretary in advance of any training. Any rider training over cross country fences must be a current
member of Equestrian Australia (minimum of recreational member) or Pony Club Australia (must be a riding
member). Riders must wear an EA compliant back protector.

PROCESS FOR BOOKINGS:

BRC General Ground Users:

Bookings must be made b?/ text to 0410 506143 (Club Secretary - Judy Sweeney) no later than 6pm the night
prior. The request is to include rider name(s), date and time of requested booking, and type of riding (ie trall
ride, showjumping etc). Riders will be advised by return text if the grounds are available and of any limitations
on useable areas.

On ar:jivfal at the grounds, ALL riders must immediately complete the check in form at the front gate, and pay
ground fees.

On departure, all riders must sign out.

Coaches / Instructors:

Prior to any bookings, coaches must send a copy of their Insurance Certificate of Currency and current First
Aid Certificate to info@berryridingclub.com.

%oafches are to submit their booking using Jotform, and are subject to the booking conditions as outlined on
the form.

Coaches are responsible for providing all rider information and confirming that their riders are current
members of either Equestrian Australia or Pony Club Australia to ensure appropriate insurance coverage.
